CENTENNIAL CELEBRATION! 
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Why the Association endorsed the $65M referendum 
 

It has been the modus operandi of the Association to do research, 
educate, discuss, and where appropriate, advocate on public sector 
issues.  An example was the work done on Polk County’s bond 
referendum that appeared on the November 2021 ballot.  
 
After six weeks of intensive research and detailed analysis of both the 2012 

bond issue, and the modeling and proposed uses of the proposed 2021 issue, 

the Association conducted a Town Hall on October 20 to give Central Iowans 

an opportunity to hear the facts and ask 

questions. Rich Leopold, Director of Polk County 

Conservation, was the guest panelist.  

 He said the $65 million bond, will “fund land 

conservation by the Polk County Conservation Board to protect drinking water sources, protect the 

water quality of rivers, lakes, and streams, including the Des Moines and Raccoon Rivers, protect 

wildlife habitat and natural areas, and provide more outdoor recreational opportunities for all Polk 

County residents, continuing the work funded by the 2012 bond issue.” 

Having completed the research, provided the facts, convened the community discussion, and weighed the benefits and costs, 

the Association endorsed the referendum: 

“It is the opinion of the Taxpayers Association of Central Iowa that: 

• The projects, as currently envisioned, are worthy, but taxpayers have an obligation to help shape specific future 
projects. 

• Funding the projects through General Obligation bonds appears to be a reasonable, if not the only option. 

• If the November 2 referendum is passed, an additional $11.20 per year will be added to the current tax bill of the 
average Polk County homeowner, resulting in a total annual cost of $24.49 for both the 2012 and proposed 2021 
proposed projects. 

• The Taxpayers Association strongly advocates that future annual property 
tax levy rates for debt are reduced to the extent actual tax valuation growth 
exceeds the 3% annual growth rate assumption utilized in the County’s 
projections, thus mitigating the cost impact on Polk County taxpayers. 

• For purposes of transparency and accountability, the Association strongly 
encourages the County to complete one referendum before initiating (and 
combining it with) another. 

• A full, annually audited accounting of the funds and projects has been 
provided for the 2012 projects and has been pledged for the new projects.

As in 2012, interest rates are favorable. The Taxpayers Association of Central Iowa, an organization that monitors and 
evaluates government spending with skepticism, has endorsed the bond vote. In a fact sheet shared locally, it says that the 
projects appear to be worthy, and that borrowing is probably the best way to obtain the money to spend on them.

“I am really concerned about residential property taxes for the City of DSM/Polk Co. and my capability to stay in my 
home … Actually, my taxes increased 60% in one year and 11% the next…  
 

Last year property tax support of regional mental health services was replaced by state funding. DART has 
recognized the property tax issue and continues to seek operational efficiencies and alternative funding sources. A 
regional water authority is being considered which may have long-term benefits for Central Iowa ratepayers. Schools 
continue to be the highest user of property taxes; what are the outcomes for the dollars invested?  The active 

participation of a growing membership will ensure vibrant, safe, and just, communities in Central Iowa!
